The Expo, an annual focus for the organically-minded - the committed, the curious and the 
questioning – is a three-day celebration of food produced the way nature intended; without synthetic 
pesticides, additives or GMOs and rich in antioxidants and nutrients. Other organic products on display 
and being demonstrated at the Organic Expo include cosmetics, gardening inputs and fashion.   
 
Holly Vyner, BFA General Manager says that from farm gate to plate, the BFA’s ‘Australian Certified 
Organic’ stand has a world of information on organics including all the latest market data.  
 
“We look forward to greeting current industry members and potential newcomers to the industry and 
assisting with information. The BFA’s aim is to facilitate development of the organic industry and the 
Organic Expo is an excellent platform for doing exactly that. We look forward to being part of the 
event for the fifth consecutive year.” 
 
The staff at the BFA/ ACO stand will greet Expo visitors close to the hall entrance with one feature of 
the stand being sample bags containing certified organic treats and information in a sustainable fun 
shopping bag for just $3. 

Visitors to the stand will be invited to sample a variety of Australian Certified Organic goods including 
olives, jam, and biscuits, with an even broader range of items on display.  
 
Supported by Organic Crop Protectants, BFA will also provide a fun learning spot for kids to get down 
and dirty with gloves and spade, learning the magic of planting vegetable seeds in a pot and nurturing 
them into nutritious, sustaining food.  
 
Shane Heaton, BFA nutritionist and featured speaker, will talk about the commonsense reasons for 
going organic.  
 
“That the Expo is now in its fifth year shows that consumers are hungry for good information and 
products. The Organic Expo is an ideal place to check out new organic products and find out 
everything you ever wanted to know about the food you eat and feed to your family, and to discover 
why people are staying loyal to organics, even in times of financial crisis” he says.  
 
“Organic food is not a luxury; it’s the way food is supposed to be.”
